Strengthening Families Program: This fall, under the direction of
Dr. Sara Marsh, Director of Support Services, CCIH started |
Strengthening Families, a 14 week evidence-based training program |
for Garden Park Apartments families. Children and their parents
participate in weekly sessions designed to address issues germane =%
to the success of families. Topics include social problem solving,
enhancing self-esteem, improving parenting and family communica-
tion, and the prevention of drug abuse. Used throughout the world to
improve the functioning of high-risk families, this model program has
proven to be successful in reducing risk factors for behavioral, emo-
tional, academic and social problems in children 3-16 years of age.

Academic Support and Successes: Homeless youth often have a history of academic and behavior problems.
Studies show that within a year, 41 percent of homeless children will attend two different schools, 28 percent will
attend three or more schools. With each change in schools, a student is set back academically by four to six
months. Between 25 and 35 percent of homeless youth repeat a grade, and many are suspended or expelled.
Drop-out rates are also high among homeless children.

CCIH is proud of its focus on education. Our homework club is offered 4 days per week and is staffed by 16 dedi-
o ﬁ*; cated volunteers. Linda Worsham, our Academic Specialist, supervises the program
and assesses each child’"s academic standin
-defined benchmarks. Based on these assessments, Linda and her volunteers create
an individualized plan to help these children succeed. The results have been extraor-
dinary. Our youth have improved in school, self-esteem, and citizenship. They are
learning life skills and developing an interest in higher education, tools that will serve
them for a life time.

We have not stopped there. This fall, Linda, and a couple of talented volunteers be-
gan an on-site pre-school enrichment program, four days per week. Garden Park pre
-school children participate in this popular program and are developing school readi-
ness. On the other end of the spectrum, volunteer college counselors are assisting
the teens with their plans for college and life beyond Garden Park. These are heady
times for our children — who would not otherwise have these opportunities. Truly,
these youth are on the path of breaking the cycle of poverty and homelessness!

Self-sufficiency, Sobriety, Mental Health: Garden Park Apartments’ families ar
self-sufficiency, sobriety, and mental health. How do we know? We assess our families along 20 criteria related to
self-sufficiency when they come to our program and every six months thereafter. Sobriety is supported by a tenant-
run weekly 12-step program. Families have fewer crises and are busy accomplishing the goals they have outlined

in individualized plans. It is hard work — but it
is working!

GPAC is a separate non-profit entity that is co-sponsored by CCIH and
Mercy Housing California. As such, it has separate accounting specifically
for the property management of the apartment buildings. Tenants pay 30%
of annual income to rent — but tenants have very low incomes, therefore rent
does not cover the expenses associated with the property, including a resi-
dent manager, desk clerks (who are present at night and on week-ends), and
a part-time maintenance person. CCIH and Mercy Housing apply for and
receive a Housing and Urban Development (HUD) grant annually that makes
up the difference between the cost of running the property and the rents that
tenants pay. Below is a synopsis of audited income and expenses for GPAC
- fiscal year 2008.
