“Here | am!” announced a little boy as he walked into Contra
Costa Interfaith Housing’s (CCIH) new after-school program in
Pittsburg. In stark contrast to his first few visits to the program,
this youngster used to enter the center after school with a sul-
len, angry frown. “I’'m too stupid. | can’t do it,” he would say.
But over the next six months he changed. Now, he comes in
with a smile, accepts help and takes pride in his work. Why?
Perhaps it's because he now has a safe, nurturing place to go
after school to get one-on-one academic help from volunteers
like Jane Russell.

Jane started helping at Los Medanos shortly
after the program opened. Every week dur-
ing the school year, she comes to help tutor
fifteen children, ages kindergarten through
middle school. “It is so rewarding to see
these children grown in confidence, skill and
self esteem,” she said, glowing,
“Oftentimes, they come confused as to
what they need to do with their homework.
The interaction and one-on-one tutoring
they get in this program is invaluable.”

. A former teacher and a retired elementary
school counselor in the Bay Point schools,
Jane found out about the need for volun-
teers in East County through the Mount
Diablo Unitarian Universalist Church. Since she enjoyed
teaching and wanted to give back to the community, helping
CCIH’s new East County programs seemed like a good fit.
